Mimar Muhlis
Türkmen’in birinci, ‹nal Göral’›n
ikinci oldu¤u yar›flma projeleri
ile hayata geçen müze, sanat-
severlere hizmet sunmaya
devam ediyor. 

‹zmir Devlet Resim ve Heykel
Müzesi, 09 Eylül 1952 y›l›nda
Kültür Park içerisinde galeri
olarak aç›ld›, daha sonra
Atatürk Bulvar›’ndaki yerine
tafl›nan galeri, plastik sanatlar
alan›nda devletin ‹zmir’e yapt›¤›
ilk hizmet.

Kuruldu¤u y›ldan itibaren sergi
faaliyetleri ve amatörlere 
yönelik resim kurslar› da
düzenleyen ‹zmir Resim-Heykel
Müzesi ve Galerisi, kentin sanat
hayat›na canl›l›k getiren önemli
katk›lar da sa¤lad›.

1973 y›l›, ‹zmir Resim ve Heykel
Galerisi için önemli de¤ifliklik-
lerin oldu¤u bir y›l oldu ve
müdürlük görevini yürüten
Turgut Pura’n›n çabalar›yla
galeri, müzeye dönüflerek
Konak’taki yeni binas›na
tafl›nd›. 

Müze Koleksiyonlar›:

Müzede,  450  adet eser ( 368
adet resim,  31  adet heykel, 15
adet seramik, 36 adet
bask›resim ) yer almaktad›r.
Koleksiyonda fieker Ahmet
Pafla, ‹brahim Çall›, Hoca Ali
R›za, Hikmet Onat gibi büyük
ustalar›n eserlerinin yan› s›ra,
çeflitli dönemlerden seçkin
sanatç›lar›n yap›tlar› da 
bulunmaktad›r. 

Müze Etkinlikleri:

Atölyelerde ise resim,
bask›resim, heykel,seramik,
Türk süsleme sanatlar› kurslar›
düzenlenmektedir. Bu sanat
kurslar›na iki y›l devam eden
kursiyerlere sertifika 
verilmektedir.

‹zmir Paintings and Sculptures
Museum, which is known to be the
first museum for which a design
contest was organized for the first
time in Turkey, winning an 
architectural prize, is also the only
museum on the façade of which a
ceramic work is found. The 
museum launched by the contests,
where architect Muhlis Türkmen
won the first and Inal Göral the
second prizes, continues to offer
services to art lovers. 

‹zmir State Paintings and
Sculptures Museum was opened
as a gallery in Kültür Park on
September 9, 1952. The gallery,
which was later moved to its loca-
tion on Boulevard, is the first serv-
ice provided by the government to
Izmir in the field of plastic arts.

‹zmir Paintings and
Sculptures Museum and
Gallery; which has organized,
in addition to exhibition
events, art courses for 
amateurs since the day it was
founded, has made significant
contributions to the art life of
the city, allowing it to gain
vivaciousness. 

1973 was a year in which
major changes took place for
‹zmir Paintings and
Sculptures Gallery when it
was transformed into a
museum and moved to its
new building in Konak with
the efforts of Turgut Pura
who then served 
as director. 

Museum Collections: 

The Museum features 450 art
works (368 paintings, 31 sculp-
tures, 15 ceramics, 36 litho-
graphic works). In addition to
the works of great masters like
fieker Ahmet Pafla, ‹brahim
Çall›, Hoca Ali R›za and Hikmet
Onat, the works of selected
artists from various periods
may be found in the collection. 

Museum Events: 

Painting, lithography, 
sculptures, ceramic and
Turkish decorative arts courses
are organized in the work-
shops. Students, who attend
these art courses for two
years, are given certificates.
