Serife Deniz Ulueren: Turkey'y
economic problems; unem-
ployment, inflation...These are
problems that are not solved at
the desired level regardless of
which government takes office.

Mehmet Agar: One should not
restrict Turkey's economic
problems only by unemploy-
ment and inflation. | believe to
say that whichever government
takes office, it may not over-
come the economic problems
is wrong.

Ankara
Treaty was signed on
September 13, 1963 as a result
of the negotiations initiated
with European Community in
1959 for this purpose. This
agreement has aimed at full
membership in 1973 and 1976;
new documents leading to
customs union were ratified
and application was filed for
full membership in 1987 and
finally; as a last step on
January 1, 1996, by TPP gov-
ernment, customs union was
established. After Turkey was
admitted as a candidate for
European Union membership
at 1999 EU Helsinki summit
fully and equally and under the
same criteria as other candi-
date countries, the initial
Accession Document was rati-
fied in 2001 as the road map of
full membership.

In May 2004, ten new mem-
bers were admitted to the
Union, including Southern
Cyprus Greek Administration,
it was announced that Bulgaria
and Rumania would become

The Commission Report rati-
fied by EU on October 6, 2004
and the Brussel Summit deci-
sions of December 17 have
caused Turkey to be given a
treatment different from other
members. Although it was stat-
ed by ourselves numerous
times that these documents
are not compatible with nation-
al interests and that the matter
should be discussed in the
Parliament and at the summit
of the state, the Government
has disregarded these recom-
mendations and has accepted
the adverse Negotiation
Framework Document pre-
pared at EU Summit held in
Brussels in October 3 as a fait
accompli in the last minute.

It is clear that Turkey has
received a different and second
rate treatment in this docu-

ment and in the Commission
Report of October 6, 2004 rati-
fied by the government previ-
ously and in the summit deci-
sion of December 17, 2004.
First of all, permanent deroga-
tions will be implemented for
Turkey in relation to agricultur-
al funds, regional and sectoral
aid and free circulation afford-
ed to other members. It is pos-
sible that the Shengen visa
regime stipulating travel in all
EU countries with a single visa
may not be afforded to Turkey.
Turkey is expected to accept
not only the conclusive EU
decisions and rules but all EU
documents including recom-
mendations and announce-
ment made unanimously
including those accepted by
European Parliament. Since
such documents and texts
have been recognized as EU
acquis, it is ratified that
Turkey’'s international agree-
ments, which are not compati-
ble with these, will be deemed

void. Under these circum-
stances, it may be possible
that border and genocide alle-
gations of Armenians are
accepted, Greek Cypriots are
recognized as the government
of Cyprus, neighbors are
granted rights on Euphrates
and Tigris, anti-Turkey
approaches are allowed on
matters like definition of ter-
rorism, the validity of the
arguments of Greeks on mat-
ters like Aegean territorial
waters and FIRs are accepted
and in fact, all our agreements
like Customs, Ankara, Kars,
Moscow, Lausanne,
Montreaux, Zurich, London,
etc. and their validity become
suspect. In solution of the
Cyprus problem, EU principles
will come to play beside UN
parameters. This will endan-
ger our guarantorship and the
presence of our armed forces
in the Island. Our freedom of

decision on access to NATO of
Greek Cypriots will be restrict-
ed. The pressure on recogni-
tion of Greek Cypriots has
been highly strengthened on
account of the Ancillary
Protocol to Customs Union
executed in addition to the
negotiation framework docu-
ment.

Qur party sees that there will
be a series of adversities
starting with the subject of
recognition of Southern
Cyprus and which will contin-
ue with the matters of rights
and freedoms and hence our
full membership objectives
will be jeopardized and rec-
ommends that new negotia-
tions are started taking the
support of Parliaments for
cautioning of EU officials with
a principled attitude on this
subject.
