
Paris’ten ‹stanbul’a Orient Express treniyle gelen
yolcular için infla edilen Pera Palas Oteli’nin
yap›m› 1881 de bafllam›fl 1891 Ekiminde tamam-
lanm›flt›r. Union Française ve Osmanl› Bankas›’na
imzas›n› atan Frans›z mimar Vallaury’nin
tasar›m›na göre infla edilen otelin aç›l›s›nda
Sultan Abdülhamit’in de bulundu¤u söylenir.

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Bir 19. yüzy›l efsanesi; Pera Palas  
An 19th Century Legend;
Pera Palas Built for passengers arriving from Paris to

Istanbul by the train Orient Express, the ct of
Pera Palas Hotel was started in 1881 and
completed in October 1891. It is rumored that
Sultan Abdülhamit was also present in the
opening of the hotel constructed under the
design of French architect Vallaury who put
his mark on Union Française and Ottoman
Bank. 

Starting from its opening, Pera Palas has
been the scene of political events, posting
numerous dignitaries. Alongside of political
guests like Mustafa Kemal Atatürk, Ismet
‹nönü,Celal Bayar, Adnan Menderes, Fahri
Korutürk, Refik Koraltan, Albanian King Kral›
Zogo, Shah R›za Pehlevi, British King 8th
Edward, Bulgarian King Ferdinand, Rumanian
King Karol, Yugoslav Head of State Tito,
Jacqueline Kennedy, Giscard d’Estaing and
Von Papen; political spies like Mata –Hari and
Cicero whose lives have become themes of
novels, and people of culture, artists and
Agatha Christie. 
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As known, Agatha disappeared
in London in 1926,writing that
the secret to her eleven-day
disappearance was in a key
and this rusty iron key was
found on March 7, 1979 in
Pera Palas’s Room no. 411. 

In 1897, fieker Ahmet Pafla
held his first art show at Pera
Palas. 

Occupation forces used Pera
Palas as their headquarters in
the years of truce following
World War I, with the key of
city of Istanbul being delivered
to Celal Bayar by Ankara’s
orders by the British. Ismet
Inönü stayed there during

Mudanya Armistice. 

The first Istanbul Fashion show
was held in Pera Palas halls in
1926 with Pera Palas being
awarded an honor diploma and
medal on account of the special
menus and the highest quality
wines of the world offered in
this and similar events. 

The hotel with the first electri-
cal elevator in Istanbul when it
was founded was Pera Palas. 

The Mirrored Lounge and
Pasha Lounge are two impor-
tant lounges containing Pera
Palas’s rare antiques where
numerous guests are hosted.

Bilindi¤i gibi, Agatha 1926’da
Londra’da ortadan kaybolmufl,
on bir günlük yok oluflunun
s›rr›n› bir anahtarda sakl›
oldu¤unu yazm›fl, bu pasl›
demir anahtar ise 7 Mart 1979
da Pera Palas’›n 411 no’lu
odas›nda bulunmufltur. 

1897’de fieker Ahmet Pafla ilk
resim sergisini Pera Palas’ta
açm›flt›r. 

Birinci Dünya Savafl›’ndan 
sonraki mütareke y›llar›nda
‹flgal Kuvvetleri Pera Palas’›
karargah olarak kullanm›fl,
‹stanbul fiehrinin anahtar›
‹ngilizler taraf›ndan Ankara’n›n
karar›yla Celal Bayar’a teslim
edilmifltir. Mudanya Mütarekesi
s›ras›nda da ‹smet ‹nönü 
burada kalm›flt›r. 

Birinci ‹stanbul Moda Revüsü
1926 da Pera Palas
salonlar›nda yap›lm›fl, bu ve
benzeri davetlerde sunulan
özel mönüler ve dünyan›n en
kaliteli flaraplar› ile Pera Palas,
fieref Diplomas› ve madalya ile
ödüllendirilmifltir. 

Kuruldu¤unda ‹stanbul’daki ilk
elektrikli asansöre sahip olan
otel Pera Palas’t›r. 

Aynal› Salon ve Pafla Salonu,
Pera Palas’›n nadide
antikalar›n›n bulundu¤u ve bir
çok konu¤un a¤›rland›¤› iki
önemli salondur.

Türkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin kurucusu Mustafa Kemal Atatürk, 1915-1937 y›llar›
aras›nda birçok kez Pera Palas'ta konaklam›flt›r. 101 numaral› bu oda halen
müze olarak muhafaza edilmektedir.
Founder of Republic of Turkey, Mustafa Kemal Atatürk, has stayed numerous
times from 1915 until 1937 at Pera Palas. This room, numbered 101, is 
conserved as a museum at present.
