
Türkiye'nin Milli ad›n› tafl›yan ilk kütüphanesi olan
‹zmir Milli Kütüphanesi, ‹ttihat ve Terakki
F›rkas›'n›n çabalar›yla, 1912 y›l›nda okumufl,
kültürlü Türk gençlerinin yetifltirilmesi amac›yla,
Beyler Soka¤›'ndaki Salepçizade Kona¤›'n›n
selaml›k bölümünde hizmete girmifltir. 
‹zmir Milli Kütüphanesi, ‹zmirli Avukat Kad›zade
‹brahim Bey'in öncülü¤ü ile 1911 y›l›nda kurulmak
istenmifl, mali yetersizlikler sonucunda kütüpha-
nenin aç›l›fl› bir y›l sonraya kalm›flt›r. 23 Haziran
1912 tarihinde Beyler Soka¤›'nda Salepçizade
Kona¤›'n›n selaml›k bölümünde hizmete giren
kütüphanenin bugünkü binas›na tafl›nmas› ise
uzun y›llar alm›flt›r. Kütüphanenin aç›l›fl›ndan k›sa
bir süre sonra valilik, kütüphane ve ona gelir
sa¤lamak amac›yla planlanan sineman›n tesisi
için arsa bulmufl hatta duvar inflaat›n› bitirmesini
sa¤lam›flt›r. O dönemde sineman›n yan›ndaki bina
patinaj salonu olarak düflünülmüfl, kütüphane için
ise Bahri Baba Park›'nda bir yer ayr›lm›flt›r. Bu

Izmir National Library, which is Turkey’s first
library bearing the title National, was launced
in 1912 for developing educated, cultured
Turkish youth in the selaml›k section of
Salepçizade Mansion in Beyler Road, by the
efforts of Union and Progress Party. 
Izmir National Library was first attempted to
be established in 1911 under the pioneership
of Kad›zade Ibrahim Bey, an Attorney from
Izmir, but the opening of the library was post-
poned for one year due to financial difficulties.
It has taken many years for the library, which
was launched on June 23, 1912 in the selaml›k
section of Salepçizade Mansion in Beyler
Road, to be moved to its present building. A
short while after the opening of the library, the
governor’s office found a plot for the building
of the library and the cinema designed to pro-
vide revenue for it and has completed the
masonry construction. At that stage, the build-
ing next to the cinema was designed as a
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skating hall and a space was
allocated in Bahri Baba Park
for the library. This building,
too, was constructed up to the
over foundation level.
However, the Balkan War and
occupation have caused the
construction to stop. After
1922, first the construction of
the cinema was started and
the National Cinema (Elhamra
Cinema) was launched in 1926
with contributions of Ipekçi
brothers. National Library, on
the other hand, was launched
on October 29, 1933 during the
Republic’s 10th Anniversary
festivities. 

Attorney at Law, Ulvi Pu¤,
President of National Library
Foundation, says that National
Library, which has 550,000
books, 5,000 original 
handwritten works and all
newspaper collections from
1900s to present in its shelves,
is one of the largest archives of
Turkey. National Library is an
information base where all
publications are compiled and
archived free of charge as it is
the only foundation library
among the 5 libraries governed
by Compilation Act in Turkey
general.

29 Ekim 1933'de Cumhuriyet'in
10.y›l flenliklerinde hizmete
aç›lm›flt›r.

Avukat Ulvi Pu¤, raflar›nda 550
bin kitab›n, 5 bin orijinal el 
yazmas› eserin ve 1900'lü
y›llardan bugüne tüm gazete
koleksiyonlar›n›n bulundu¤u
Milli Kütüphane'nin; ayn›
zamanda Türkiye'nin en büyük
arflivlerinden biri oldu¤unu
söylüyor.
