Karma Sergiye kat›lm›flt›r. Çobanl›’n›n yurtd›fl› ve
yurtiçinde çeflitli Resmi ve Özel Koleksiyonlarda
eserleri bulunmaktad›r. Ulusal ve uluslararas›
çeflitli seramik workshop ve sempozyumlara
kat›lan sanatç›, halen Anadolu Üniversitesi Güzel
Sanatlar Fakültesi Seramik Bölüm Baflkan› ve
Endüstriyel Sanatlar Yüksekokulu Müdürü’dür.

The ceramic show with the theme “The Blue
Art-Tugras” by Zehra Çobanl› was opened on
September 5 in Istanbul Turkish Islamic Art
Works Museum. The show, which will stay
open until September 30, will feature
approximately 75 works by Çobanl›, including
her blue ceramics embodying Ottoman
Sultan Tugras and three-dimensional forms
shaped out of blue clay. 

Having done research and explorations at
various museums and ceramic-glass cen-
ters in Holland, Italy, Germany, Finland, USA,
Japan; Australia, Poland, Korea, China and
New Zealand; Zehra Çobanl› has opened 28
solo shows and participated in close to 100
mixed shows. Çobanl›’s works are part of
public and private collections within and out-
side the country. The fine artist, who has
participated in various national and interna-
tional ceramic workshops and symposiums,
is presently Head of Ceramics Department
of Faculty of Fine Art and Director of Higher
School of Industrial Arts of Anatolia
University.

ilçesinde yaflayan zanaatkarlar›n, sanatç›lar›n ve
Avanos’a gönül vermifl olan bir avuç insan›n bir
araya gelerek kurulum çal›flmalar›na bafllad›klar›
ve Nisan 2006 tarihinde tüzel kiflili¤ine kavuflan
Avanos Sanat ve Kültür Derne¤i’nin 1.Karma
Sergisi gerçeklefltirildi. Avanos ve çevresinde
yap›lan tek ve kapsam aç›s›ndan da zengin bir
sergi olma özelli¤ine sahip olan ‘Yeniden’ sergisi
25 gün sürdü. Büyük ilgi gören sergiyi dört binin
üzerinde ziyaretçi gezdi.

Avanos çömlekçili¤inin karfl›laflt›¤› her türlü
sorunu çözmeyi, çömlekçilerin yeteneklerini ve
birikimlerini, el becerilerini sergilemeyi, üretken
hale getirmeyi, pazarlar bularak ekonomilerine
katk›da bulunmay›, altyap› eksikliklerini gidermeyi
amaçlayan dernek, ayn› zamanda Avanos'un di¤er
kültürel, sanatsal, tarihsel ve do¤al de¤erlerinin
ortaya ç›kart›lmas› konusunda yap›lan çal›flmalar›
da destekliyor. 

The first mixed exhibition by Avanos and
Culture Association, for which the organiza-
tion efforts started by tradesmen and fine
artists living in Avanos District of Nevflehir and
a handful of people who love Avanos, in
February 2006, which gained its legal person-
ality in April 2006, was held. The ‘Once Again’
exhibition, which is the only show held in and
around Avanos, which is very rich in terms of
content, lasted 25 days. Over four thousand
visitors attended the show which drew great
interest.

Sabanc› University Sak›p Sabanc› Museum
(SSM) has been playing host to the works of
French sculptor Auguste Rodin since June 13,
2006. The show entitled “The grand master of
sculpture, Rodin” features 203 works selected
from the collection in Rodin Museum in Paris.
There are bronze, plaster and marble sculp-
tures, archive photographs, pieces from the
antique sculpture collection and a large number
of sketches by the famed artist.

The grand master of sculpture,
Rodin, in Istanbul
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Heykel sanat›n› bir dünya ustas›n›n eserleri
arac›l›¤›yla genifl kitlelere tan›tmay› hedefleyen
SSM’nin sergiledi¤i 100’e yak›n heykel aras›nda,
sanatç›n›n Düflünen Adam, Öpüflme, Calais
Burjuvalar›, Balzac ve Yürüyen Adam gibi
baflyap›tlar› da bulunuyor. Uzun y›llar üzerinde
çal›flt›¤› ancak tamamlayamad›¤› Cehennemin
Kap›s› kompozisyonundan türeyen 18 heykel ve
çok say›da parçalama-birlefltirme çal›flmas›n›n
yan› s›ra, Rodin’in özel koleksiyonundan 20 antik
heykel de sergide görülebiliyor. 

Sergi için, Atl› Köflk’e ad›n› veren ve 1952 y›l›ndan
bu yana Bo¤az’› selamlayan bronz at heykeli, ilk
kez yerini Victor Hugo’ya b›rakt›. Eserlerle birlikte
sergilenen foto¤raf ve desenler, sanatç›n›n genç-
lik dönemi eserlerinden en ünlü yap›tlar›na kadar
kat etti¤i yolun izlenmesine olanak sa¤lad›¤› gibi,
sanatç›n›n daha az tan›nan çizer ve koleksiyoncu
taraflar›na da ›fl›k tutuyor. Metinleri Samih R›fat
taraf›ndan derlenen ve Türkçe-‹ngilizce olarak
haz›rlanan sergi katalo¤unda, Rodin’in yaflam› ve
sanat serüveni anlat›l›yor. Sergi kapsam›nda 
konferanslar, galeri sohbetleri ve çocuklara 
yönelik zengin e¤itim programlar› da sunuluyor.

Sponsorlu¤unu Akbank’›n üstlendi¤i sergi, Paris
Rodin Müzesi ve Frans›z Kültür Merkezi’nin
iflbirli¤iyle gerçeklefltiriliyor.

Among close to 100 sculptures exhibited by
SSM, aiming at introducing the art of sculp-
ture to wide masses through the works of a
global master, are masterpieces of the artist
like Thinking Man, the Kiss, Calais
Bourgeoisie, Balzac and Walking Man. In
addition to 18 sculptures derived from his
Gate of Hell composition which he worked on
for many years but was unable to complete
and numerous disassembly-assembly works,
20 antique sculptures from Rodin’s private
collection may be viewed at the exhibition. 

On occasion of the show, the bronze horse,
which gave Mansion with a Horse its name,
which has been saluting the Bosphorus since
1952, was replaced by Victor Hugo for the first
time. The photographs and sketches displayed
with the works allows the distance covered by
the artist from his youth period works up to
his most famous masterpieces to be viewed,
shedding light to the less known drawer and
collector sides of the artist. The exhibition cat-
alog, the texts of which were compiled by
Samih R›fat and prepared in Turkish and
English tells Rodin’s life and his art journey.
Conferences, gallery chats and children ori-
ented rich educational programs are also
offered as part of the show. 

The exhibition sponsored by Akbank is held
through the collaboration of Paris Rodin
Museum and French Culture Center.
