Piyale Pasa Cami Kasimpasa’'da Kaptan
Mahallesi’'ndedir. 1573 yilinda Kaptan-i1 Derya
Mehmed Piyale Pasa tarafindan Mimar Sinan’a
yaptirilmistir. insa ettigi eserlerinde kendini

tekrarlamamaya 6zen gosteren Sinan, Piyale Pasa

Camii'nin yapiminda da farkl bir plan tipi olan
geleneksel cok kubbeli ulu camii tipini
uygulamustir. Bu plan tipinin kokenleri erken
Osmanli Dénemi’nden de dnceye gitmektedir.
Piyale Pasa Camii'nin dikdortgen mekani, iki
sutuna oturan kemerler yardimiyla alti esit kare
boliime ayrilarak Ustleri de birer kubbe ile

ortulmustir. Sasirtici bir dis goriiniise sahip olan
yapinin tek minaresi girisin tam Uzerinde yer alir

ve tek serefelidir. Burasi bir minare icin en akla
gelmeyecek yerlerdendir ve Mimar Sinan’in
mimari cesaretinin giizel bir érnegidir.

Piyale Pasha Mosque in is Kasimpasa in
Kaptan Ward. It was commissioned by Chief of
Navy Mehmed Piyale Pasha to Mimar Sinan in
1573. Sinan, taking care not to repeat himself in
the works he built, applied the traditional multi-
domed grand mosque style which is a different
style of plan in construction of Piyale Pasha
Mosque. The origins of this style of plan goes
back to before the early Ottoman period. The
rectangular space of Piyale Pasha Mosque is
divided into six equal square segments with the
aid of arches sitting on two columns each, with
each segment covered by a dome. The only
minaret of the building with an astounding
exterior sits right above the entrance and has a
single sherefe. This is one of the least thinkable
places for a minaret, giving a good example of
Mimar Sinan’s architectural courage.
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Dikdortgen bir alana yayilan caminin duvarlarinda
yer yer kesme kiifeki tasl, yer yer moloz tasi
kullanilmistir. Bu yapida Ulu Cami tipinin en eski
orneklerinde gorilen agir payelerin yerini
sutunlar almistir. Bu situnlar tasidiklari
kubbelere gore ¢ok ince gorlintsli olmakla birlik-
te mekan bitlnligiine katkida bulunmaktadir.
Onde son cemaat yerinin iki sira siitunlari tisti
acik olarak ayaktadir. Binanin sag ve solundaki
situnlarin Ustu kapalidir. Caminin disindaki
situnlar 60 tanedir. Caminin iki kapisi arasinda
ortada tek serefeli minaresi bulunmaktadir.
Duvarlari kesme tas ve tugla karisimidir. iki sira
halinde tc¢erden 6 kubbesi vardir. Kible kapilariyla
mahfiller arasinda uzanan mor ¢iniler Gzerine
beyaz renkle Hattat Cerkez Hasan'in eseri olan
ayetler yazilidir. Minberi mermerdendir. ici
cinilerle kapli olup mihrabin etrafindaki ¢inilerden
bir kismi cikarilmistir. Camiden ¢alinan giizel bir
¢ini pano bugtin Paris’te Louvre Miizesi" ndedir.
Cami, medrese, tekke, tiirbe, hazine, stibyan
mektebi, sebil, carsi ve hamam boéliimlerinden
olusan kulliyeden glinimiize ancak cami ve turbe
ulasmistir. Piyale Pasa Camii gerek mimarin
Sinan olusu, gerekse adini tasidigi Piyale
Pasa’dan dolayi buylk tarihi 6neme sahiptir.

Cut kifeki stone and rubble stone has been used
in places on the walls of the mosque spread over
a rectangular area. In this building, columns have
replaced the heavy pillar observed in the oldest
examples of the grand mosque style. Although
they have a much more slender appearance
compared to the domes they bear, these
columns contribute to the integrity of space. The
columns in two rows of the last congregation site
in the front are standing with their tops open. The
tops of the columns on the right and the left of
the building are closed. There are 60 columns
outside the mosque. Between the two doors of
the mosque is a minaret with a single sherefe in
the middle. The walls are made of cut stone and
bricks. It has two rows of domes three in each
row, totaling 6. Verses are prescribed in white
color on purple tiles extending between kiblah
doors and galleries which are works of calligra-
pher Cerkez Hasan. Its minbar is marble. Its
interior is covered with tiles and some of the tiles
around the mihrab have been removed. A nice
chine panel stolen from the mosque is today on
display at Louvre Museum in Paris. Today, only
the mosque and the mausoleum has survived
from the complex comprising mosque,
medresah, tekke, mausoleum, treasury, chil-
dren’s school, fountain, market and bath sec-
tions. Piyale Pasha Mosque has great historical
significance both because its architect is Sinan
and also because it bears the name of Piyale
Pasha.
