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Izmir Kizlaragasi Hani - Hisaronii

Kizlaragasi Hani, Kemeralti'nda Halim Aga
Carsisi'ndan Hisardonii'ne giden yol tzerinde, arka
duvari Hisar Cami avlusuna, bir yani ise Bakir
Bedesteni'ne bitisik konumdadir. Kapi tzerindeki
kitabeye gore 1157 (1741) yilinda I. Mahmud'un
Kizlar Agasi Haci Besir Aga tarafindan
yaptirilmistir.

Bazi yazarlar, kitabedeki bu acik ifadeye karsin
insa tarihini 1779 olarak belirtmektedir. 1768'de
izmir'e gelmis olan B.de Riedesel'in bu handan
buyik ovgu ile soz ettigi ayrica Haci Besir Aga
1746'da 6lmus oldugu icin bu tarihin 1778 depre-
minden sonra hanin onarilma tarihi olabilecegi
disunilmektedir. Bu han Haci Besir Aga'nin diger
hayir eserlerini yasatmak icin vakfettigi binalar-
dan biridir. izmir'deki eski kagir hanlar genellikle
kare ya da dikdortgen acik bir avlu etrafinda tek
ya da iki katli olarak insa edilmistir. Bunlardan
bazilarinda hem avluya hem de sokaga bakan
dikkanlar bulunmakta bu iki sira dikkani bir
koridor ayirmaktadir. Kizlaragasi Hani da bu han-
larin ayakta kalmis en cnemli 6rnegidir.
Kizlaragasi Hani 2 katli ve dort kapilidir.
Avlusunun ortasinda bulunan mescid bugiin dini
ozelligini yitirmistir ve alt kati kahve, Ustl ise hali
kilim satan magaza olarak kullanilmaktadir.
Kizlaragasi Hani'nin kumas ve dokuma ile ilgili
mallarin (Halep kumaslari, muslin, sim, ipek,
carsaf gibi) pazarlandigi bir yer oldugu buna
karsin XIX.yy'da ¢uha gibi daha kalin kumaslarin
alindigi bilinmektedir. Kizlaragasi Hani 1989
yilinda restorasyon amaciyla yeniden insa edilmek
icin kullanim disi birakilmis gerekli restorasyon
yapildiktan sonra giinimizde tekrar
kullanilmaktadir.
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Kizlaragasl Inn is adjacent to Copper Bedesten
on one side with its back wall adjacent to Hisar
Mosque, on the road from Halim Aga Market to
Hisaronl in Kemeraltl. According to the scrip-
ture on the door, it was built by Haci Besir Aga,
Kizlaragasi (Chief of the Girls] of Mahmud | in
1157 (1741).

Certain authors state the date of construction as
1779 despite this express wording in the scrip-
ture. B.de Riedesel, who visited Izmir in 1768,
talked about this with praise and since Hac
Besir Aga died in 1746, this date may be the date
of repair of the inn after 1778 earthquake. This
inn is one of the buildings dedicated by Haci
Besir Aga to make his other charity works live.
The old masonry inns in Izmir were usually built
around a square or rectangular open yard in sin-
gle or two storeys. On some of these, there are
stores facing both the yard and also the road, the
two rows of stores separated by an alley.
Kizlaragasl Inn is the most important standing
specimen of these inns. Kizlaragasi Inn has two
storeys and four gates. The mesijit situated in the
middle of the yard has lost its religious charac-
teristic today and its lower floor is used as a cof-
fee house with the top floor being in use as a
carpet store. It is known that Kizlaragasi Inn is a
place where textiles (Aleppo fabrics), muslin, sil-
ver, silk, linen, etc.); yet, in 19th Century, thicker
fabrics like felt were purchased there.
Kizlaragasi Inn has undergone restoration start-
ing from 1989 and is in use again.
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
