Is-
panya’nin seramik sektérd 2008’ yuzde 15 kigulme ile kapat-
t1. ispanya’nin seramik sektérii dernedi ASCER'in yaptigi aras-
tirma, Uretimin yildan yila ylzde 15 dustugunt, 2008 Aralik
ayinda da ylUzde 23 ile zirveye ulastigini gésteriyor.

Italy and Spain, which are among the most significant eco-
nomies of Europe, are in the first place in world ceramic ma-
nufacturers rankings. Spain holds the first place in the ranking
of ceramic tile exporting countries in the world after China and
Italy. Turkey follows Spain which has 17.43 percent share of
world exports, with a volume of 333 million square meters in
fourth place in the world with exports of 104 million square
meters (2007 data).

However, these data are not very meaningful for the Spa-
nish ceramics industry these days because the global crisis
caused a significant contraction in the Spanish economy. The
ceramic industry of Spain closed 2008 with a contraction of 15
percent. A survey made by Spanish Ceramics Industry Asso-
ciation ASCER shows that output has dropped by 15 percent
compared with last year, peaking at 23 percent in December
2008. The ceramics manufacturing industry lost 19 of its com-
panies accounting for 8 percent of the total number of com-
panies which is 200. Most of these companies were concent-
rated in Valencia and the loss of employment was 15 percent.
There is a drop of 11.4 percent in terms of sales in the Spa-
nish ceramics industry. This means a loss of 3,700,000,000
Euros for the Spanish economy. The largest decline in Spain
is in the domestic market with a drop of 22 percent, with ex-
ports having a better performance with a decline of only 3
percent. The total volume of exports is 2.23 billion Euros.

Year 2009 projections of Spanish Ceramics Association
President Fernando Diago are not very appealing at all. Asso-
ciation secretary general Pedro Riaza concurs. Riaza, poin-
ting out that the companies are working at 76 % of capacity,
notes that exports have dropped by only 1.9 percent until No-
vember 2009 but in contrast average prices have increased.
While 60 % of the sales in the industry are in the exports mar-
ket, 50 percent of these exports are to EU countries.

Making efforts for diligence being shown on protection of
workers during the crisis, ASCER, on the other hand, continu-
es negotiations on early retirement plans for workers over 55
years old. This may affect 2,000 of the 24,000 workers in the
Spanish ceramics industry directly.

The most dramatic decline in 18 years.

The ltalian ceramics industry went through its most drama-
tic year since 1993. The industry closed year 2008 with drops
in both output and also sales. The decline in the industry,
which has closed last year with an output of 523 million squ-
are meters, was 6.4 percent. This drop was 6.7 percent in sa-
les. Confindustria Ceramica President Alfonzo Panzani expla-
ined the reason for this dramatic drop in ceramics industry as
the slump in domestic consumption. Domestic consumption
came down to 183.5 million square meters by a decline of 9.2
percent which corresponds to 19 million square meters com-
pared with the previous year. Of this, 150 million square me-
ters were ltalian products. This is being considered to be a
dramatic figure showing a drop in consumption of 26 million
square meters. The ltalian ceramic tile exports closed the ye-
ar with a volume of 359 million square meters with a decline
of 19 million. Actually, the industry had gone through a decli-
ne of 5.2 percent in 2007 as well.

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It has been announced that the dramatic drop in the ltali-
an ceramics industry stems from declines in sales to Western
Europe by 6.5 percent and North America by 20.6 percent. In
contrast, the industry was able to balance itself with the
growth in ceramic tile demand by 7.1 percent in new EU
member countries, 4.8 percent in European countries and 3.4
percent in Asia. The rise in energy and raw material resources
also had an impact in this loss of ltalian ceramic manufactu-
rers. Sharp increases of 14.22 percent in the cost of natural
gas, 6.97 percent in electrical energy, 4.83 percent in raw ma-
terials and 4.65 percent in ceramic accessories and outsour-
ced works raised the cost of total production by 4.64 percent.
The dramatic dimension of the drop the industry went through
became clearer when the sharp increase in interest rates le-
ad to a rise in financial costs. Considering the international
uncertainty, the initial projections for 2009 also look to be pes-
simistic. It is expected that in 2009, there will be a drop of 3.8
percent on total sales, which may lead to a contraction of 4.1
percent in the industry.
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
