SERFED olarak tim
seramik sektoriintin ¢ikar-
lar1 igin caba gosteriyor,
sektortimiizii hem yurti-
¢inde hem yurtdisinda
temsil ediyoruz. Bugiin
sektor olarak Avrupa’da ve
dtinyada tiretim ve ihracat-
ta ilk siralardayiz. Ne yazik
ki sektor olarak bu giiciin
farkinda degiliz ve onemli
sikintilar yasiyoruz. Za-
man zaman gesitli birlikler,
dernekler sikintilarmi ayri
ayr1 dile getiriyor. SERFED
catis1 altinda birlikte olma-
mizin nedeni, esasinda tek
ses olma ihtiyacidir. Bunu
gerceklestirmeye yonelik
calismalarimiz giderek hiz
kazaniyor.

Signs of awakening in the economy

With the onset of Spain, signs that the bottom is in reach, that the adverse cour-
se is starting to slow down started to be seen in the global markets and Turkey. Ac-
cording to Istanbul Chamber of Industry data, the increase in output in April being
limited to 1.4 percent compared to the previous month, is an indication that the posi-
tive development we are awaiting is taking place rather slowly. We would like to ho-
pe that the momentum of improvement will pick up speed in the upcoming months
due to the impact of the measures already adopted and to be adopted. There are other
signs which make one think that the downturn has started to slow down. In May, the
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hiz kesmenin bagladigini diistindiiren bagka isaretler de var: Mayis ayinda Re-
el Kesim Giiven Endeksi, bir dnceki aya gére 11,8 puan artarak 96,9a yiiksel-
di. Imalat sanayisinde kapasite kullanim oranindaki yukari yonlii kipirdanma
hiikiimetin krize kars: aldig1 tedbirlerin, kismen netice verdiginin gostergesi
olarak da kabul edilebilir. Benzer tedbirler tiim sektorleri, kapsayacak sekilde
mutlaka devam etmelidir.

Son giinlerde onemli bir gelisme, hiikiimetimizin yeni tesvik yasas1 tizeri-
ne calismalarmin neticelenme asamasina gelmesidir. 5084 sayili yasa kapsa-
minda belirlenen tesvik sistemi, geri kalmus illerin kalkindirilmas icin gerekli
yatirimlarda ve istihdamda beklenen artis1 saglayamamus, aksine yeni bazi so-
runlara yol agmustir. Tesvik sisteminin bolgeler arasi dengesizlikleri giderecek
tarzda dizayn edilmesi gerektigi de muhakkaktir. Yeni tesvik sistemi olustu-
rulurken yerli girdi kullanimi ve katma deger potansiyeli yiiksek sektorlerin
tesvik edilmesine dikkat edildigini {imit ediyoruz. 2008 yilinda patlak veren
ekonomik kriz, sektorii belirsizlige siiriiklemis olsa da gergek su ki; kentlesme
ve yenilesme ihtiyaci oldugu siirece insaat sektoriine duyulan ihtiyag da de-
vam edecek. Bu durum AB’ye yeni tiye olmus ya da aday tilkelerde devam et-
mektedir. Bu da 6zellikle bulundugumuz bélgede sektoriin uzun vadede sii-
rekliligini net bir sekilde gésteriyor. Ingaat sektorii istihdam sorununa 6nemli
olciide ¢oziim getirme, alt sektorleri harekete gegirme ve son dénemde enerji
verimliligine katki saglama giiciinii elinde tutmaktadar.

Birincisi; Tiirk ingaat sektorii aslinda diinyada 6nemli bir giicti elinde bu-
lunduruyor. Tiirkiye miiteahhitlik hizmetlerinde diinyada tigtincii sirada yer
aliyor. Insaat malzemeleri sanayisinde ise iretim iissiiyiiz. Tiirkiye'ye gelir ka-
zandiran sektorler 2008 yih verileriyle, otomotiv 24,7 milyar dolarlik ihracat
geliri ile birinci sektorken, insaat sektorii 23 milyar dolar ihracat ile ikinci sira-
da yer aliyor. Ancak insaat sanayisi yeni agiklanan tegvik paketinde ve higbir
pakette onemli stratejik sektorler arasinda yer bulamiyor. Pakette tegvik kap-
samina dahil 12 kritik sektor arasinda ingaat sektorii yok. Insaat sektoriinde
Onemli bir ihracat¢i konumunda olan “Seramik Sektorii” ise bazi bagliklar igin-
de tesvik kapsami icine kismen alinmis goziikiiyor. Aciklanan yeni “Tesvik
Paketi” ve bu paketin hayata gecirilebilmesi i¢in Ankara ile yapmis oldugu-
muz goriismeler sonunda 6grendigimiz, pek ¢ok yasa, yonetmelik ve tebligle-
rin hazirlanmasi ve yaymlanmasi gerekmektedir. Seramik sektériiniin tegviki
bakimindan dikkatimizi ceken noktalari sizlerle paylasmak isterim.

Diizenlenen pakette; “Metalik olmayan mineral {iriinlerin imalati; sade-
ce, diiz cam, cukur cam, cam elyafi, seramikten yapilan sihhi iiriinler, sera-
mik yalittim malzemeleri, seramik karo ve kaldirim tasi, atese dayanikli se-
ramik {iriinleri, cimento, beton veya suni tastan insaat amagh prefabrik ya-
p1 elemanlar1” aciklamasiyla “1.Bolge TR41 Bursa-Eskisehir-Bilecik, 2.Bolge
TR22 Balikesir-Canakkale, 3.Bolge TR33 Manisa-Afyon-Kiitahya-Usak”
bolgelerinde seramik sektorii tesvik edilecektir.

“Seramikten yapilan sihhi iiriinler, seramik yalitim malzemeleri, sera-
mik karo ve kalidirim tag1 imalatr” aciklamastyla “1.Bolge TR31 izmir” bol-
gesinde seramik sektorii tesvik edilecektir.

Bunlarin disindaki bolgelerde seramik {iiretimi yukaridaki agiklamalara
gore tesvik edilmiyor, fakat “metalik olmayan mineral iiriinlerin imalat:
(cam, ¢cimento, hazir beton ve harg hari¢)” agiklamasiyla kanaatimizce sera-
mik tretimi de tegvik kapsamina déhil olmalidir. Bu agiklamaya baglh olarak
tesvik edilen bolgeler ise “3.Bolge TRC1 Gaziantep-Adiyaman-Kilis, 4.Bdlge
TRA1 Erzurum-Erzincan-Bayburt, 4.Bolge TRA2 Agri-Kars-Igdir-Ardahan,
4.Bolge TRB2 Van-Mus-Bitlis-Hakkari, 4.Bolge TRC2 Sanliurfa-Diyarbakar,
4.Bolge TRC3 Mardin-Batman-Sirnak-Siirt”.

Bunlarin disinda Zonguldak, Aydin, Corum, Kayseri, Yozgat gibi hali
hazirda seramik tiretilen iller i¢in; “metalik olmayan mineral iiriinlerin ima-
laty; sadece ¢cimento, beton veya suni tastan ingaat amach prefabrik yapi ele-
manlar1” aciklamasiyla seramik disindaki mineralojik tiretim desteklenmekte,
Istanbul icin ise bu ifade bile kullanilmamaktadir. SERFED olarak Bagbakanli-
ga ve ilgili tiim bakanliklara tegvik paketinin tiim seramik sektoriinii kapsaya-
cak sekilde diizeltme satirinda ad1 gegen illere de uygulanacak sekilde revize
edilmesini isteyen belgelerimizi gonderdik. Konu hakkindaki gelismeler fede-
rasyonumuzca yakindan takip edilmekte olup gelismeler hakkinda tiyeleri-
mizle bilgi paylagmm yapilacaktir.

Diger bir konu ise; insaat malzemesi sektorii, son donemde bir¢ok sekto-
re sunulan ve agiklanan bir kararla stiresi ise 30 Eyliil 2009 tarihine kadar uza-
tilan KDV ve OTV indirimlerinden yararlanamiyor. Oysa ulusal kalkimmanin
belkemigi olan ingaat sektoriinde kullanilan malzemeler iiretim girdisidir. Bu
konunun acil sekilde masaya yatirilmasi ve karara baglanmasi, SERFED ola-
rak en énemli beklentimizdir. Gelismis tilkelerde oldugu gibi, hiikiimetimizin
de tilke ekonomisine gii¢ kazandiracak insaat sektoriine yonelik yatirimlar:
hizlandirmasi en biiyiik dilegimiz. Gtiglii, dinamik ve daha gidecek ¢ok yolu
olan, yaratacak ¢ok degeri olan bir sektdriiz. Hep beraber tiim sektoriimiize
151k tutacak gelecek vizyonu olusturmali, beraberce stratejik is planlar: gikart-
mali, aktif olmaliy1z. Bu yonde yapilacak ¢alismalarimiza igten destek verece-
ginizi umuyor, saygilar sunuyorum.

Real Sector Confidence Index went up to 96.9 with a rise of 11.8 points over the pre-
vious month. The upward trend in the capacity utilization rate in the manufacturing
industry may also be recognized as an indication that the measures adopted by the go-
vernment against the crisis have been successful partly. Similar measures must con-
tinue to cover all industries.

A significant recent development is that the studies of our government on the new
incentives law are coming to a conclusion. The incentives system set up under Act 1o
5084 was able to achieve the increase expected in investments necessary for the deve-
lopment of backward provinces and employment and instead leading to certain new is-
sues. Obviously, the incentives system must be designed in a way to eliminate regional
imbalances. We hope that when creating the new incentives system, care was taken
that the industries with high local input use and value added potential are encouraged.
Although the economic downturn of 2008 has dragged the industry into a period of
uncertainty, the truth is that as long as there is urbanization and the need for renova-
tion, the need felt for the construction industry will continue to exist. This is the case
also in countries which are either new members of EU or those which are candidate
members. This clearly demonstrates especially in the region we are in the long-term
continuity of the industry. The building industry has the power to introduce signifi-
cant solutions to the unemployment problem, to activate sub-sectors and contribute to
the energy efficiency.

First of all, the Turkish building industry actually is an important power in the
world. Turkey ranks first globally in contracting services. We are a production hub in
the building materials industry. Among the sectors bringing revenue to Turkey, the au-
tomotive sector ranks first with an export income of 24.7 billion Dollars by 2008 data,

followed by the building industry ranking second with exports of 23 billion Dol-
lars. However, the building industry is not among the important strategic sectors in
the newly announced incentives package, nor in any other package. The building in-
dustry is not among the 12 critical sectors covered by the incentives package. The ce-
ramics industry, on the other hand, which is an important exporter in the building in-
dustry, seems to have been included partly in the incentive package under some he-
adings. What we have learned as a result of the contacts we have made with Ankara
on the newly disclosed incentives package and for launching of this package is that nu-
merous laws, regulations and directives are yet to be prepared and published. I would
like to share the points which drew our interest in terms of incentives for the ceramics
industry.

In the prepared package, in zones “Zone 1 TR41 Bursa-Eskisehir-Bilecik, Zo-
ne 2 TR22 Balikesir-Canakkale, Zone 3 TR33 Manisa-Afyon-Kiitahya-Usak”,
the ceramics industry will be given incentives with the remark “Manufacture of
non-metallic mineral products; sanitary ware made only of flat glass, conca-
ve glass, glass fiber and ceramic, ceramic insulation materials, ceramic tile
and pavement stones, refractory ceramic wares, prefabricated building ele-
ments used for construction made of cement, concrete or artificial stone”.

The ceramics industry will be given incentives in the zone “Zone 1, TR31 Izmir”
with the remark “Sanitary ware made of ceramic, ceramic insulation materials,
ceramic tile and paving stone production”.

Ceramic production is not encouraged in other zones based on the above remarks;
however in our opinion, ceramic production may be covered by the incentives under
the remark “production of non-metallic mineral products (excluding glass, ce-
ment, ready made concrete and mortar)”. Zones provided incentives under this re-
mark are “Zone 3 TRC1 Gaziantep-Adryaman-Kilis, Zone 4 TRA1 Erzurum-Er-
zincan-Bayburt, Zone 4 TRA2 Agri-Kars-1gdir-Ardahan, Zone 4 TRB2 Van-
Mus-Bitlis-Hakkari, Zone 4 TRC2 Sanlwrfa-Diyarbakir, Zone 4 TRC3 Mar-
din-Batman-Sirnak-Siirt”.

Also, for provinces where presently ceramic is manufactured like Zonguldak,
Aydn, Corum, Kayseri and Yozgat, none-ceramic mineralogical production is gi-
ven support with the remark “production of non-metallic mineral products, pre-
fabricated building elements made only of cement, concrete or artificial stone
for construction purposes” and even this term is not used for Istanbul. As SER-
FED, we are sending our documents petitioning that the incentives package is revised
in such a way to be implemented to the provinces listed in the revision line to cover the
whole ceramics industry, to the Office of the Prime Minister and all applicable Minist-
ries. The developments on the matter are under close scrutiny by our Federation and
any information received on developments received will be shared with our members.

Another matter of concern is that the building materials industry is unable to en-
joy the VAT and SCT discounts offered to many industries recently, the effectiveness
of which was extended until September 30, 2009 by a recently announced decision.
Yet, materials used in the construction industry, which is the backbone of national de-
velopment are production inputs. Our most important expectation as SERFED is that
this matter is discussed and determined as soon as possible. Our greatest wish is that
like in developed countries, our government, too, gives momentum to projects for the
building industry which will be a driving force for the country’s economy. We are a
powerful and dynamic industry with a long way to cover lots of value to create. We
have to build the vision for the future to shed light on our whole industry, must create
strategic business plans and be active altogether. Hoping that you will give your pro-
found support to our activities in this direction, I submit my best regards.
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
