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The city of New Delhi of India hosted an international ceramic
workshop and ceramic exhibition from February 6 to February 27,
2009. Sevim Çizer and Kemal Tizgöl from Turkey were among the
guests. The organization was held by Delhi Blue Pottery Trust Fo-
undation.  The foundation set up in the name of world famed pot-
tery master Sardar Gurcharan Singh by his son and other art lo-
vers, has been holding various workshops, conferences, shows
and panels since 1991, inviting both Indian and also international
artists to such activities. The foundation holds international events
embracing the whole ceramic world since 2009. The international
terra cotta workshop, which was held in New Delhi in February

2009 was the most recent event by Delhi Blue Pottery Trust
and the subsequent exhibition attended by more than one
hundred local and foreign ceramicists drew great attention

in New Delhi and the Indian world of art. 
Studio potters and ceramic artists fm Australia, UK, France,

Turkey, Indonesia and India were guests of the workshop held un-
der the topic “New Discoveries in Terra Cotta”. The workshop was
held in the Delhi Blue Pottery Studio which is located in an interna-
tional art and culture campus named “Sanskriti Kendra” set up on
an old farm outside New Delhi where continous ceramic courses
are offered. Works in a wide spectrum from local pottery products
to studio pottery, from ceramic sculptures to figurative terra cottas
were made. The campus area where the works were produced
was used as both an area accommodating the artists and also one
where they created their works with such works displayed beside
a very rich pottery and sculpture collection gathered from various
regions of India. “Habitat Culture and Art Center” at the core of
New Delhi hosted the exhibition. Works by more than one hundred
ceramic masters and artists of different trends from all over India
beside workshop participants were on display at the exhibition.
Some of the works of the artist were donated to the foundation col-
lection with the purpose of building a museum in the future.

Y›llar›n› Kamboçya’da Khmer seramiklerinin tan›t›m›na ada-
m›fl olan Belçikal› seramikçi Serge Rega, kaybolmaya yüz tutan
geleneksel seramik üretim tekniklerini ve s›rlar›n› yeniden yaflat-
mak, seramik sektörünün Kamboçya’da yeniden önem kazan-
mas›n› sa¤lamak için Siem Reap’ta Khmer seramiklerini yaflatma
merkezini kurdu. 2006’dan itibaren de uluslararas› seramik festi-
valleri düzenleyerek çeflitli ülkelerin seramik alan›ndaki sanatç›
ve bilim insanlar›n›n bir araya gelmesine, çal›fltaylar düzenleyip
sergiler açmas›na, yeni dostluklar kurup bilgi al›flveriflinde bulun-
malar›na olanak sa¤lad›. Son festival ise 10-29 Aral›k 2008 tarih-
leri aras›nda Siem Rap’ta yap›ld›. Bu festival kapsam›nda 10-12
Aral›k 2008’de Siem Rap, Wat Damnak, Khmer çal›flmalar› mer-
kezinde Eski Khmer ve Güneydo¤u Asya Seramikleri; Yeni Arke-
olojik Buluntular, Eski Üretim Yöntemlerinin Yeniden Canland›r›l-
mas› bafll›kl› uluslar aras› bir de konferans düzenlendi. Seramik
festivali Khmer Seramiklerini Yaflatma Merkezi’nde yap›ld›. 

Bu y›l›n davetli kat›l›mc›lar›; Amerika’dan Jake Allee, Avust-
ralya’dan Janet Mansfield, Michael Delarwelle, Michael Pugh,
Belçika’dan Serge Rega, Frederic Rega, Endonezya’dan Wah-
yu Widiatmoko, Filipinler’den Hadrien Mendoza, Fransa’dan La-
urence Chabard, Kamboçya’dan Han Paruth, Kanada’dan Alan
Lacovetsky, Türkiye’den Zeliha Mete Yayla (Dokuz Eylül Üniver-
sitesi), Serap Ünal (Süleyman Demirel Üniversitesi), Ayflegül
Acar (Süleyman Demirel Üniversitesi) gibi seramik sanatç›lar› ve
bilim insanlar› oldu. Seramik kongresi ve festivali kapsam›nda
yap›lan çal›flmalar yaklafl›k bir ay sürdü. Atölye çal›flmalar›nda
geleneksel ve ça¤dafl Khmer Torna Teknikleri (oval ve büyük
boyutlu formlar), ‹lkel Anadolu formlar›, Anadolu ve Khmer mo-
tifleriyle bezemeler, Khmer terra-sigillata uygulamalar›, gelenek-
sel yüzey parlatma yöntemleri, odun piflirimi, indirgen piflirim,
raku piflirimi, geleneksel Khmer kül s›rlar›, Temmoku ve Seladon
s›rlar› gibi konular üzerinde çal›fl›ld›. Yap›lan çal›flmalar farkl›
özelikli üç ayr› piflirim ortam› sa¤layabilen antik Khmer f›r›nlar›n-
da (Bourrybox tipi) yaklafl›k 150 derecede piflirildi.

Cambodia International
Ceramic Festival 
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Belgian ceramicist Serge Rega, who has dedicated his years to
promote the Khmer ceramics of Cambodia established the center of
keeping Khmer ceramics alive in Siem Reap to ensure that the ce-
ramics industry becomes once again prominent in Cambodia. Star-
ting from 2006, he organized international ceramic festivals, allo-
wing artists and scholars in the field of ceramics to come together,
organized workshops and hold exhibitions and exchange informati-
on establishing new friendships. The most recent festival was held
in Siem Rap December 10-29, 2008. On the occasion of this festi-
val, on December 10-12, 2008, an international conference was
held titled Ancient Khmer and South Eastern Asian Ceramics; New
Archaeological Findings, Revitalization of Old Production Methods
in Siem Rap, Wat Damnak, Khmer studies center. The ceramic fes-
tival was held at the Center for Keeping Khmer ceramics alive. 

The invited participants of this year were ceramic artists and sci-
entists like Jake Allee from USA, Janet Mansfield, Michael Delarwel-
le, Michael Pugh from Australia, Serge Rega, Frederic Rega from
Belgium, Wahyu Widiatmoko from Indonesia, Hadrien Mendoza
from the Philippines, Fransa’dan Laurence Chabard from France,
Han Paruth from Cambodia, Alan Lacovetsky from Canada, Zeliha
Mete Yayla from (Dokuz Eylül University), Serap Ünal (Süleyman De-
mirel University), Ayflegül Acar (Süleyman Demirel University) from
Turkey. The activities held on the occasion of the ceramic conventi-
on and festival lasted approximately one month. Topics like traditi-
onal and contemporary Khmer wheel techniques (oval and large si-
zed forms), primitive Anatolian forms, decorations with Anatolian
and Khmer motifs, Khmer terra sigilita applications, traditional surfa-
ce finishing techniques, wood firing, reductive firing, raku firing, tra-
ditional Khmer ash glazes, and Temmoku and Seladon glazes were
addressed in the workshop activities. The built works were fired at
approximately 150 degrees in the antique Khmer kilns (Bourrybox
type) which can provide three separate firing settings with different
properties. The festival was highly productive in terms of promotion
of the Far Eastern ceramics, especially the antique Khmer ceramic
forms and applications made in different firing atmospheres with
glazes containing rice husk ash formed at high temperatures. 

A festival targeting promoting Far Eastern ceramics,
especially the antique Khmer ceramic forms was held

in Siem Rap December 10-12, 2008 at the skirts of
Cambodian Angkorwat Temple.

Bugüne kadar 6 kiflisel sergi açan ve birçok karma sergiye ka-
t›lan Hoflnut, bu sergisinde geleneksel ile ça¤c›l sanat aras›nda kur-
du¤u imgeleri fiamanik imgelemler ile ortaya koyuyor. Yarat›c› im-
gelemenin coflkusuyla oluflturdu¤u eserleri, ilkel ol-
du¤u kadar geleneksel ça¤r›fl›mlarda tafl›yor. Tüm
eserlerinde, unutulan fiamanik ritüellerin de¤ifl-
mezlerinden olan arketip ve kutsiyetlerin imge-
leri görülüyor.

“Sakin gö-
rünümün ard›nda sevdikleri ve ifline olan tutkusu, tutkulu kiflili¤i,
eserlerinde çok aç›k ortaya ç›k›yor. Güçlü, zarif formlar, güçlü s›r-
lar, yenilikler ve hayal gücü, eserlerinin en büyü¤ünden en küçü-
¤üne kadar her detaya gösterdi¤i titizlik ve özen (ki bunlara sa-
dece zaman› de¤il, yüre¤ini de ad›yor) bütün bunlar onu çok ba-
flar›l› bir kariyer sahibi yapan özellikler…”

Seramik fabrikas› sanat bölümünde çal›flan K›z›lcan, 1962'de Al-
manya Werkkunts Schule Offenbach'da Seramik Ana Sanat Dal›
E¤itimi ald›. 1970 y›l›nda kendi iflini kuran sanatç› en son 2004'de
"Tafl Yerinde A¤›r" sergisi ile çal›flmalar›n› sergiledi. ‹zmir, Çanak-
kale, Arizona, Atina, ‹stanbul, Eskiflehir, Almanya ve Prag'da sa-
natsal çal›flmalar yapan K›z›lcan'›n eserleri çeflitli koleksiyonlarda
yer al›yor.

Deniz Pireci, who makes installations from porcelain units in recent
years, goes from the component to the whole in has an approach
which goes from the component to the whole. Ipek Mursalo¤lu,
who works with oil paint on canvas, obtains a whole with fragmen-
ted canvases. Again, working with acrylic on canvas, Çetin Pireci
emphasizes details within the whole. The artists describe their
works as the contradiction of enthusiasm and patience. 

The Traditional Turkish Arts Festival
which aims at preserving our traditi-
onal arts and keeping alive their tech-
nical and artistic properties which ha-
ve been or are on the way to be for-
gotten, getting lost within technology,
was held May 20-22, 2009 at Inönü
University Campus.

introducing them to those living in Malatya and surro-
undings and to encourage the youth of the region to get higher
education in the field of traditional Turkish arts.
