Incentive package
announced

Prime Minister Erdogan announced that
out of profits to be obtained from new
investments, investors will pay corporation
tax at the rate of 10 percent instead of 20
in zone 1, 8 percent in zone 2, 4 percent
in zone three and 2 percent in zone 4.

The “Incentives Package” Turkey was anticipating was anno-
unced by Prime Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan. Making the anno-
uncement, Prime Minister Erdogan provided information on the
package: “Investors, on profits they will obtain relating to operati-
ons arising from their new investments will pay, this is very impor-
tant, corporation tax at the rate of 10 percent in zone one instead
of 20 percent, 8 percent in zone 2, 4 percent in zone three and 2
percent in zone 4”. The duration of enjoying such discounted cor-
poration tax rates will vary by region and size of investment.

Noting that those investing in underdeveloped regions will
enjoy this facility for a longer time period, Prime Minister sa-
id that investors will not pay the SSK employer’s contributi-
on on new employment they provide for two years in zone
one, three years in zone two, five years in zone three and se-
ven years in zone four. Noting that those investing in zo-

nes three and four will have three points of the interest

of TL loans they utilize covered by treasury and this fi-
gure will be five points for zone four, said; “These rates
were set as one and two points respectively for foreign
currency loans. The upper limits of the loan interest sup-
port will be 300,000 TL for R&D and environmental pro-
jects and 500,000 TL for other projects. Major projects and
investments specified by zone and sector will also get in-
vestment site allocation support”.

Underscoring that for eliminating regional differences

and to increase employment in zones three and four, they are of-
fering a new opportunity to entrepreneurs operating in zones one
and three in the sectors of textile, clothing and ready-made wear,
leather and leather products, Prime Minister Erdogan added; “In
this context, the SSK employer’s contribution of firms which will
move to zone three or four from zone one and two until the end of
2010, will be covered by Treasury for a period of five years, provi-
ded they create minimum 50 jobs. Corporation tax will be 5 per-
cent instead of 20 percent for such firms and their move-related
costs will be paid by us”.

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The new incentives package dividing Turkey into four zones
was announced by Prime Minister Erdogan on June 4, 2009 at a
meeting attended by his economic consultants. Four days after
this announcement, a letter was written signed by Secretary Ge-
neral Germiyan Saatgioglu in the name of Turkish Ceramics Fede-
ration (SERFED) on June 8, 2009. This letter, addressed to Prime
Minister Erdogan, containing the views and recommendations of
the ceramics industry, while expressing satisfaction with the anno-
unced incentives package, related the requests of industrialists in
connection with certain deficiencies.

In this letter, SERFED articulated the following
requests regarding the new incentives package:
“Presently, the province of Aydin, where Yiksel
Seramik is operating and therefore, already there
is ceramic tile production, is in the TR32 Aydin,

Denizli, Mugla zone. This zone is not among tho-
se getting incentives in relation to ceramic pro-
duction.

The province of Zonguldak where presently
Canakcilar ceramic firm is operating and therefo-
re, already there is production of ceramic sani-
tary ware, is in the TR81 Zonguldak, Karabik,
Bartin zone. This zone is not among those get-
ling incentives in relation to ceramic production.

The province of Corum where presently Ece
Banyo firm is operating and therefore, already there is production
of ceramic sanitary ware, is in the TR83 Samsun, Tokat, Corum,
Amasya zone. This zone is not among those getting incentives in
relation to ceramic production.

The province of Kayseri where presently Turkuaz Seramik ce-
ramic firm is operating and therefore, already there is production
of ceramic sanitary ware, is in the TR72 Kayseri, Sivas, Yozgat zo-
ne. This zone is not among those gelting incentives in relation to
ceramic production.

Ceramics Federation has stated that the aforementioned cera-
mic production has an important place among the ceramic output
capacity of our country and such firms have plans for expansion
through new investments in the near future. Therefore, it has asked
the Office of the Prime Ministry that the said TR32, TR72, TR81 and
TR83 zones be also included in the “Sectors to be Given Support
by Zone” in the incentives package like in other zones which will
get support in production of ceramic ware under the note “sanitary
ware made of ceramic, ceramic insulation materials, ceramic tile
and paving stone production”.

There is a new strategic approach for USA which is one of the
important countries for Turkey in international trade and exports.
Undersecretariat of Foreign Trade, Tuncer Kayalar, stressed that
one has to be patient to get results from investments made in the
US market. Commenting that it is a matter to be considered when
entering the market that USA comprises states, with each state ha-
ving its own economic, social and legal structure; Kayalar pointed
out that by the “Strategy of Development of Trade and Investments
with USA” implemented in 2006 for the US market, a “state based”
and “sector based” approach was adopted for increasing exports.
Noting that in this context New York, California, Texas, Georgia, II-
linois and Florida, which were prominent for the role they played in
international trade and their GNP sizes out of the fifty states of USA,
were designated as target states, said that contacts were made
with Turkish associations and honorary councils and new models
of collaboration were built in cities like New York, Chicago and Los
Angeles to introduce their strategies to Turkish organizations situ-
ated in the US and to determine the support they will provide.

Noting that the issue of initiation of a promotion campaign was
emphasized as the most important element of this strategy, said;
“It is possible to examine the promotion activities in two important
segments. The first one is those activities focused largely on bo-
osting of the image of Turkey and Turkish made goods which we
can call long-term. In this context, for example, in the activities un-
der the project Turquality and also in the efforts of hazelnuts, leat-
her and ceramic promotion groups, the aim is to boost the image
of Turkey and to emphasize the element of quality. The second
one is the endeavors which will introduce our firms directly to dist-
ribution channels which can be achieved in the shorter term. As
part of these targets, a series of activities have taken place since
2006. Firstly, in 2007, in addition to New York and Washington
where we have trade representation offices, such offices were
opened in Chicago and Los Angeles, too, seeking to enhance the
services provided to our firms in the US.

Decline in the industry
slows down

The decline in industrial production due to the impact of
the crisis is continuing albeit slowly. According to Turkish
Statistics Authority (TUIK) data, industrial production drop-
ped by 183 percent in the month of April over the same
month last year. A drop of 18.3 percent was expected in the
CNBC-e survey. An increase of 1.4 percent took place in
production over the previous month. Industrial production
had broken the record for declines with a drop of 23.8 per-
cent in February. On the basis of main industry segments,
the highest drop in April compared to the same month of the
previous year was in the capital goods sector with a decline
of 41 percent, with intermediate goods production dropping
by 20 percent, durable consumer goods production by 15.4
percent, energy by 6.9 percent and non-durable consumer
goods production coming down by 4.2 percent. The gre-
atest decline in industrial production in April was in the field
of automotive by 50.2 percent, followed by production of
metal goods except machinery and equipment with 35.2
percent and coke refined petroleum products with a drop of
33.2 percent. According to TUIK data, the total industrial
production index came down by 20.9 percent compared to
the same month of the previous year in March, 23.8 percent
compared to the same month of the previous year in Feb-
ruary and 21.3 percent in January. The decline in industrial
production has been continuing since August 2008.

Turkey grew by

1.1 percent in 2008

Turkish Statistics Agency (TUIK) announced that the Turkish
economy grew by 1.1 percent in 2008. In the last quarter of last ye-
ar, on the other hand, the economy contracted by 6.2 percent. TU-
IK announced the 2008 fourth quarter and yearly provisional re-
sults for gross domestic product (GNP) calculated by the produc-
tion method. Accordingly, in the GNP estimates calculated by the
production method, GNP was 232, 149,000,000 Liras with an inc-
rease of 5.7 percent with current prices compared to the same pe-
riod of the previous year, in the fourth quarter of 2008. Using fixed
prices, the economy contracted by 24,448,000,000 Liras with a
drop of 6.2 percent in this period. In the meantime, year 2008 GNP
became 950, 144,000,000 Liras with an increase of 12.7 percent
with current prices and 102,328,000,000 Liras with an increase of
1.1 % using fixed prices. Per capita GNP was calculated as
13367 Liras with current prices and 10,436 USD in Dollars in
2008. The growth target of 2008 was set as 4 percent.

Contraction in world
economy is 1.7 percent

World Bank announced that the global growth
will contract by 1.7 percent for the first time
after the 2nd World War this year. It was also
stated that Turkey’s Gross National Product will
decline by 2 percent this year, growing by 1
percent in 2010.

According to World Bank’s revised Global Economy Outlook
report, it is expected that the global economy will contract by 1.7
percent this year. This means that output will decline for the first ti-
me since the Second World War. The report, which notes that in
OECD countries, the economy will contract by 3 percent and in
developed countries by 2 percent, says that the global economy
will display a weak growth in 2010. It is noted that the expectation
is for the global economy to grow by 2.3 percent next year but if a
balance of payments crisis takes place in developing countries,
then this would hurt the recovery of the global economy. Accor-
ding to the report, another risk is the very slow progress of reco-
very in the credit markets due to the ongoing problems in the fi-
nancial sector. World Bank stressed that even if the global eco-
nomy starts to grow in 2010, output levels will continue to stay low
and financial pressures and unemployment will continue to grow.
The report, which states that a drop of 6.1 percent is expected in

global trading of goods and services, al-

by half, indicates that the global financial and economic conditions
are worsening rapidly. The report states that the external financing
requirement of developing economies will rise possibly to 1.3 trilli-
on Dollars in 2009 due to current transactions deficit and due pri-
vate sector debt payments and that it is expected that the finance
deficit will go up to 270-700 billion Dollars as the rate of capital flow
decreases. It was noted that the largest finance deficit would take
place in Europe, Central Asia, South America and Sub-Sahara Af-
rica. The report says that Turkey’s gross national product will cont-
ract by 2 percent this year and grow by 1 percent in 2010. World
Bank had projected in its 2008 report that Turkey would grow by
1.7 percent in 2009 and 4.9 percent in 2010.

TUrkiye
Seramik Federasyonu (SERFED), 6zellikle dogalgazda Turki-
ye'nin rekabet ettigi Avrupall rakiplerinden enerjiyi daha pahali-
ya aldigini her platformda séylUyor. SERFED, ayni zamanda ger-
ceklestirdigi ziyaretlerle de konuyu yetkili blrokratlarla birebir
gbrusmeler esnasinda dile getiriyor.

BOTAS'In 350 musterisi bulundugunu sdyleyen Arif Boynu-
kalin, bazi kurum ve kuruluslarla, seramik sektérinde de sekiz,
on tane firmanin dogalgaz borclarini édeme de sorunlar yasadi-
gini belirti. BOTAS'In belediyelerden 16 milyar TL alacagi oldu-
gunun altini gizen Boynukalin, alacaklarini tahsil edemedigi icin
BOTAS'In vergisini 6deyemedigini ifade etti. BOTAS'In 2009 ilk
Uc¢ ayinda ilk defa vergi 6deyebildigini aktaran Boynukalin, yillik
kazanclarinin 150 milyon TL oldugunu, bankalara olan 4,4 mil-
yar TL kredi borcunu 6dediklerini ve bor¢c miktarini bir milyar
TLl'ye dusUrduklerini sdyledi. 2007°de BOTAS'In 35,5 milyar met-
reklp dogalgaz sattigini, 2008'de bu rakamin 34 milyar metre-
klpe dustugunu anlatan Boynukalin, “Doért adet 6zel sirketi, BO-
TAS boru hatlarini bedel ¢deyerek kullanmak tzere kendi bagla-
rna gaz satin alma ve satmaya yetkilendirdik. Bunlardan birisi
de Shell. Planlarimiza gére on yil sonra, yetmis milyar metrekip
gaz satacagiz” dedi.

2008'de petrol fiyatlarinin otuz ile seksen yedi dolar arasinda
degistigini, ortalama altmis dolardan aldiklarini séyleyen Boynu-
kalin, bu dénemde dogalgazin metreklip maliyetinin 200-400
dolar arasinda degistigini belirtiyor. Dogalgazi Avrupa’da en
ucuz BOTAS'In sattigini iddia eden Boynukalin, “Dolar 1,5 TL'i,
petrol de altmis dolari korursa zam yapmayiz. Tenzilat olmasi
icin petrollin ve dolarin daha asagi dismesi gerekiyor. Dogalga-
zI Avrupa’da en ucuz biz satiyoruz” dedi. CET ten (Avrupa Se-
ramik Karo Ureticileri Federasyonu) gelen bilgileri Boynukalin ile
paylasan Germiyan Saatcioglu ise 2009 yili ikinci ¢eyreginde
dogalgazi ispanya’dan daha pahali aldiklarini belirtti. Boynuka-
i’ yaniti ise “Bize gelen bilgiler farkl” oldu.

Dogalgaz “al ya da ¢de” sistemiyle aldiklarini ifade eden
Boynukalin, iran ile yapilan dogalgaz anlasmasi konusunda da
bilgi verdi. Anlasmaya gore iran’dan eksik alinan gaz miktarinin
oénUmuzdeki bes yil icinde telafi edilebilecegini aktaran Boynu-
kalin, serbest tlketici mUsteri taahhutlerinin de yerine getirilme-
mis olmasi halinde, ayni sistemi tUketiciye de uyguladiklarinin al-
tini gizdi. Yillik alim taahhtt miktarinin yldzde 20'si kadar bir ek-
sikligi tolere edebildiklerinden bahseden Boynulkalin, satislarda
DBS adi verilen “Dogrudan Borglanma Sistemi” diye yeni bir uy-
gulamaya basladiklarini da belirtti.

Eger gecmiste bir hatalar yoksa, teminat isteme konusun-
da israrli olmayacak. Gegmiste aksakliklarl varsa, ona gore iki
aylik gaz sarfiyat bedeli kadar teminat istenecek” diyen Boynu-
kalin, buglne kadar seramik sektérinden 3-4 musterilerine 6zel
uygulama yaptiklarini ve bu konuda gelecek yeni taleplere de
acik olduklarini sdyledi.

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“Gas of those
paying their bills
jy not be cut off”

Boru Hatlari ile Petrol Tagima AS. (BOTAS), which is engaged
in carrying natural gas via pipelines in Turkey, has been in the news
frequently lately. Due to dependency on natural gas, BOTAS s al-
ways in the news both regarding production and also the debts of
firms it distributes gas to, to be paid to BOTAS because of the pre-
sent significance of energy. BOTAS is one of the important agenci-
es for the ceramics industry which consumes intensive energy, 90
% of the consumption of which is dependent on natural gas. Tur-
kish Ceramics Federation (SERFED) articulates at every platform
that Turkey gets energy at a higher cost than its competing Euro-
pean rivals, especially as natural gas. SERFED also mentions the
matter in its visits to authorized bureaucrats face to face. One of
these meetings was held on June 3, 2009 between Secretary Ge-
neral of SERFED Germiyan Saatcioglu and BOTAS Vice-President
and Member of Board of Directors Arif Boynukalin.

Noting that BOTAS has 350 customers, stated that certain agen-
cies and institutions and eight or ten firms in the ceramics industry
have difficulties in paying their natural gas bills. Underscoring that
BOTAS has outstanding receivables of 16 billion TL from municipa-
lities, commented that BOTAS could not pay its taxes as it cannot
collect its receivables. Noting that BOTAS was able to pay its taxes
for the first time in the first quarter of 2009, said that their annual ear-
nings was 150 million TL, that they have paid their loans of 4.4 billi-
on TL to banks, reducing the amount of such debt to 1 billion TL. Po-
inting out that in 2008 BOTAS sold 35.5 billion cubic meters of natu-
ral gas, with this figure coming down to 34 billion cubic meters in
2008, Boynukalin said; “We authorized four private companies to
purchase and sell gas on their own by using BOTAS pipelines pa-
ying a fee. One of these is Shell. According to our plans, after a de-
cade we will be selling seventy billion cubic meters of gas”.

We are the cheapest gas seller
Commenting that oil prices varied between thirty and eighty se-
ven Dollars in 2008 and they have purchased at sixty Dollars on the

average, Boynukalin says that in this period, the cost of one cubic
meter of natural gas was between 200-400 Dollars. Alleging that
the cheapest natural gas sold in Europe is sold by Botas, said; “We
will not increase prices as long as the Dollar remains at 1.5 TL and
the oil price is sixty Dollars. The oil and the Dollar must come down
more for a discount. We sell natural gas cheapest in Europe”. Ger-
miyan Saatcioglu, who shared information received from CET (Eu-
ropean Ceramic Tile Manufacturers Federation), noted that in the
second quarter of 2009, they got natural gas at a price higher than
that in Spain. Boynukalin responded; “Information we received is
different”.

Stating that they purchased natural gas on the “buy or pay”
system, Boynukalin also provided information on the natural gas
agreement entered into with Iran. Noting that under the agre-
ement, the underpurchased gas quantity from Iran may be reco-
vered during the next five years, said that if the free consumer cus-
tomer commitments are not fulfilled, the same system is also imp-
lemented against the consumer. Stating that they can tolerate a
deficiency up to 20 percent of the annual purchase commitment,
said that they started a new practice called; “Direct debit system”
called DBS in their sales. Boynulkalin said the following on this new
practice; “We reached an agreement with Vakifbank. The gas con-
suming firm signs a loan agreement with this bank. If its credit
worthiness is deemed fit by the bank, then the bank does not ask
for a bond from the firm. The bank enters into an agreement with
the firm, looking at the business value and the firm’s payment of its
natural gas bills to BOTAS. BOTAS, on the other hand, notifies that
the bank will pay the cost of natural gas to be purchased by this
firm from BOTAS directly to BOTAS for a minimum period of two
months. The Bank itself collects the money from the firm according
fo the loan agreement with the firm. Unless the Bank gives a noti-
ce to the contrary, this two-month period remains untouched. The
Bank does not ask for any fee for this business from the gas con-
suming firm or BOTAS. Based on its agreement with BOTAS, the
Bank invests the debt of the firm for a couple of days”.

Noting that this decision came out of BOTAS Board of Direc-
tors on April 27, 2009 and was notified to the gas purchasing cus-
tomers ten days ago, Boynukalin said that the customer may en-
ter into an agreement with BOTAS |f it fails to reach an agreement
with Vakifbank. Boynukalin said; “In this case, BOTAS will decide
considering the payment history of its customer. If they have ma-
de no mistakes in the past, it will not insist on receiving a bond. If
there were problems in the past, then it will ask for a bond equal
to the cost of the gas consumption for two months and added that;
“So far, they implemented a special system for 3-4 of their custo-
mers in the ceramics industry and that they would be open to any
new request in this regard. Boynukalin said, “If the producer, who-
se gas Is cut off because it is unable to pay its gas bills, assures
us that it will make its payments regularly if the gas is turned on
and makes a commitment that its gas consumption will not exce-
ed the historical quantities and that it will pay the monthly con-
sumption costs with a ten percent surplus to be counted towards
its amounts past due, we turn on its gas. At their option, we offer
ten installments to such customers. Boynukalin, who gave the as-
surance that the gas of a customer paying its bill regularly will not
be cut off even if no bond is taken, noted that 50 percent of their
customers are in this class with 20 percent going through difficul-
ties from time to time and the remaining 30 percent being problem
customers.

Enerji ve Tabii Kaynaklar Bakanligi Mustesari Selahattin Ci-
men, “Hem dogal gazda hem elektrikte fiyatlarin yukarr dogru
degil, asagl dogru gidecegini soyleyebilirim” dedi. Dogal gaz
indirimi konusunu seffaf bir sekilde yurattiklerini belirten Cimen,
dogal gazda 2008 yilinin Temmuz ayindan itibaren maliyet baz-
I fiyatlandirma esasina gegtiklerini animsatti. Bu konuda fiyat
ayarlamasl gerektiginde bu ayarlamayl da yaptiklarini ifade
eden Cimen, sunlar kaydetti: “Onimizde Mayis ayindan itiba-
ren, 1 Mayis'tan itibaren olan dénemdeki fiyatlari belirleyecegiz,
dyle bir calismamiz var. Bu ayin sonuna kadar demek ki 4-5 giin
icerisinde bu calismalari bitirip, 1 Mayis'tan itibaren gecerli ola-
cak olan yeni tarifeleri agiklayacagiz. Bu hesaplamalari yapar-
ken iki tane rakam bizim calismalarimizda sonucu belirliyor. Bir
tanesi, dolar bazinda yurt disindan alirken 6dedigimiz fiyat. Bili-
yorsunuz dogal gazin tamamini neredeyse ithal ediyoruz.

Ko-
mur, dogal gaz, hidrolik kaynaklar. Hidrolik kaynaklarimiz da bi-
liyorsunuz bu sene yagislar oldukea iyi gidiyor.

The needle points
downwards in electricity
and natural gas

As summer is arriving, new adjustments are
being made in energy prices. Undersecretariat
of Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources
Selahattin Cimen said that the general trend
in electricity and natural gas will be
downwards in the upcoming months.

Undersecretariat of Ministry of Energy and Natural Resour-
ces Selahattin Cimen said; “I can say that prices will move not
upwards but downwards both in natural gas and also electri-
city”. Stating that they conduct the matter of natural gas disco-
unts in a transparent manner, reminded that in natural gas, they
moved to the cost based pricing method starting from July
2008. Noting that when a price adjustment becomes necessary,
they do so, Cimen said; “Starting with next May, we will fix the
prices for the period starting from May 1st, we have such a
study. This means until the end of this month in 4-5 days, we will
complete these studies and announce the new rates which will
go into effect as of May 1st. When making these calculations,
two figures determine the result of our studies. One of these is
the price we pay when we purchase from abroad in Dollars. As
you know, we import almost the entirety of natural gas. The Dol-
lar price we pay to Russia, Iran or Azerbaijan and since as a ci-
tizen we pay the bill in Turkish Liras, the exchange rate is the
exchange rate at the time. We know the bills we pay abroad but
the exchange rate varies continuously. We will look at the exc-
hange rate movements in the next five days because we take
the monthly, the average of last 2 months. We will look at the
exchange rates for the next 5 days and we will know whether an
adjustment is necessary or how much.”

Cimen said that he thinks that there will be no increases on
electricity because the most important input of electricity is the
increase in costs of whatever resources you generate electricity
from, added; “We generate electricity from coal, natural gas and
water, predominantly hydraulic resources. Coal, natural gas
and hydraulic resources. Our hydraulic resources, as you know,
this year precipitation is quite good. Therefore, our hydraulic
output will increase. The cost of our hydraulic output is low. We
will not face any pressure for a cost increase there. Natural gas
prices are in a downward trend. So as we give discounts to our
citizens in natural gas, these costs reflect positively to electricity
generation, too. There is no serious cost increase in coal. The-
refore, we don't think that there will be any increase. in electri-
eity~In-contrast, there may be a discount in the upcoming peri-
ods according to our calculations. Therefore, | can say that ra-
tes will not move upwards but will move downwards both in na-
tural gas-and-also-in-electricity. The real discount rate will be
found as a result of these calculations.

Tiirkiye'deki kiiresel
sinma daha hizli

Dinya Bankasi, Almanya'nin Bonn kentinde 180'in Uzerinde Ul-
kenin katilimiyla, 1-12 Haziran 2009 tarihleri arasinda dizenlenen,
iklim degisimine iliskin uluslararasi bir antlasmanin imzalanmasina
yonelik calismalarin yapildigi toplantilara bir rapor sundu. 5 Haziran
Dunya Cevre GUnu 6ncesinde hazirlanan rapora gore, 6zellikle es-
ki Dogu Bloku Ulkelerinde gecmis dénemde ve eski Sovyetler Birli-
gi'nin dagiimasindan bu yana gecen vyillarda cevre politikalarina
6nem verilmemesi nedeniyle, iklim degisiminin etkileri bolge Ulke-
leri acisindan agir olacak. Rapora goére iklim degisiminin sonucla-
rindan olan deniz dizeyi yukselmesi, bolgenin dort ana havzasi ile
Rusya'nin Kuzey Buz Denizi kiyllarini etkileyecek. Rapora gore Tur-
kiye'nin de iginde bulundugu Adriyatik'in dogu kismi ve TUrkiye'nin
Akdeniz Kiyllarl havzasi da olumsuz etkilenecek bolgelerden biri.
Tarkiye'nin Akdeniz kiyilarinin kimi béldmleriyle, Hirvatistan ve Ar-
navutluk'un Adriyatik kiyilarinin kimi bolimleri "firtina tagkinlarindan,
tuzlu deniz sularinin yer alti sularina sizmasindan" etkilenecek. Ra-
porda, deniz dlzeyindeki ytkselmenin Karadeniz'de Rusya, Uk-
rayna ve Gurcistan kiyllarini simdiden etkilemeye basladigina dik-
kat cekildi. Kapall bir su havzasi olan Hazar Denizi'nin dizeyi de,
buharlasma nedeniyle, 21. ylzyil sonunda bugtnkd dizeyinin 6
metre altinda olacak. Bu durum, denizdeki 6zgun balik stoklarini ve
kiyl altyapisini olumsuz etkileyecek. Rapora gére eski Dogu Bloku
Ulkeleri ve Turkiye'deki isinma da diger bolgelere gére daha hizli.

World Bank presented a report to the conventions organized
from June 1 to June 12, 2009 with participation of more than 180
countries in Bonn, Germany where efforts were made for signing
of an international treaty on climate change. According to the re-
port drafted before June 5 World Environment Day, the impact of
climate change will be severe for the countries in the region, espe-
cially environmental policies were not taken seriously in the former
Eastern Block countries in the past and during the years after dis-
solution of the former Soviet Union. The report says that the rise in
sea level, which is a consequence of climate change, will affect
the four main basins of the region and the shores of Russia’s Arc-
tic Sea. According to the report, the area east of the Adriatic inc-
luding Turkey and Turkey’s Mediterranean shore basin are among
those to be impacted adversely. Certain sections of Turkey’s Me-
diterranean Coast and some parts of Croatia and Albanian Adri-
atic shores will be affected by storm floods and seepage of saline
sea water into ground water. The report notes that the rise in the
sea level has already started affecting the shores of Russia, Ukra-
ine and Georgia in the Black Sea. The level of Caspian Sea, which
is a closed water basin, will be six meters less than its present le-
vel by the end of 21st Century. This will affect the special fish stock
in the sea and the coastal infrastructure. The report notes that war-
ming in the former Eastern Block countries and in Turkey are fas-
ter compared to other regions.
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
