Kap›lar›n› yirmi birinci kez Türk seramik sektörü temsil-
cilerine açan UNICERA Fuar›, bu y›l önemli konuklar›n ko-
nuflmac› olarak kat›ld›¤› toplant›lara da ev sahipli¤i yapt›.
Fuar›n aç›l›fl› 31 Mart 2009 Sal› günü “santralistanbul”da
düzenlenen etkinlikle bafllad›. Etkinlikte önemli bir de ko-
nuflmac› vard›; Rodo Tisnado. Architecture-Studio'nun on
iki orta¤›ndan biri olan mimar Tisnado, fuar›n aç›l›fl›n›n ya-
p›ld›¤› gece, sektör temsilcileriyle bir araya geldi. Aç›l›fl ge-
cesi Tisnado toplant›s›nda konuflan Türkiye Seramik Fede-

¤ini söyledi. UNICERA kapsam›nda düzenledikleri etkinlik-
lerin bu y›l mimar ve profesyonelleri de içine alacak flekilde
genifllettiklerini ifade eden Okyay, fuar›n aç›l›fl›na da mima-
ri alanda gerçeklefltirecekleri Rodo Tisnado konferans› ile
bafllad›klar›n› belirtti.

The UNICERA Trade Fair opening its gates for the twenty-

first time to the representatives of the Turkish ceramics in-
dustry, also hosted conferences which important guests at-
tended as speakers this year. The opening of the trade fairs
started with an event held at “santralistanbul” on Tuesday,
March 31, 2009. There was an important speaker at the event;
Rodo Tisnado. On the inauguration night of the trade fair, arc-
hitect Tisnado, one of the twelve partners of Architecture-Stu-
dio, met industry representatives. Turkish Ceramics Federati-
on (SERFED) President Zeynep Bodur Okyay, who spoke at
the Tisnado conference on the opening night, said that UNI-
CERA has become the communications platform of the cera-
mic world. Noting that they have expanded the events organi-
zed on the occasion of UNICERA to include architects and
professionals this year, stated that they started the opening of
the trade fair with the Rodo Tisnado lecture on architecture. 
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Aç›l›fl konuflmas›nda Okyay flunlara de¤indi: “Sanayi anlam›n-
da 1950’li y›llarda üretime bafllayan Türk seramik sektörü, 1980’li
y›llardan itibaren h›zl› bir geliflme içerisine girmifltir. Dünya üzerin-
deki en yeni üretim teknolojileri ve en modern seramik üretim hat-
lar› ülkemize getirilerek kurulmufltur. Modern teknoloji yat›r›mlar› ve
yüksek kalitedeki hammadde rezervleri ile 2 milyar Euro’ya ulaflan
üretim kapasitesi ve 1 milyar Euro’ya ulaflan ihracat›, Türk seramik
sektörünün dünya pazarlar›ndaki rekabet gücünü art›rmaktad›r.
Türk seramik sektörü ülkemizin önde gelen sektörlerinden birisidir.
Seramik sektörü taraf›ndan üretimde, yard›mc› sanayide, tasar›m-
da, sat›fl ve pazarlamada ve uygulamada do¤rudan ve dolayl› ola-
rak istihdam edilen kifli say›s› 220 binin üzerindedir. Türk seramik-
lerinde, tasar›m konusunda 1990’l› y›llar›n bafllar›ndan itibaren
önemli yol al›nm›fl, ayr›ca markalaflma konusunda da baflar›l› olun-
mufl ve birçok flirketimiz dünya üzerinde markalar› ve sistemli da-
¤›t›m teflkilatlar›yla kabul görmüfltür.”

Mimaride farkl› deneyimler
Seramik Fuar› çerçevesinde düzenlenen Tisnado Konferans›

ile insanl›¤›n çevresinin inflaas›nda önemli rol oynayan mimarlar›n,
kentsel mimaride farkl› deneyimlerini aktarmay› istediklerini söyle-
yen Okyay, günümüzde kentleflmenin en önemli olgulardan biri ol-
du¤unun alt›n› çizdi. Okyay, “Dünya nüfusunun 1 milyar rakam›na
1800 y›l›nda ulaflmas› yaklafl›k bir milyon y›l ald›. Sonraki 200 y›lda,
dünya nüfusu 6 milyar rakam›na ulaflt› ve bir milyar daha artmas›
yaln›zca 13 y›l alaca¤› öngörülüyor” dedi. Birleflmifl Milletler’in
2100 y›l›nda dünya nüfusunun yaklafl›k 10 milyar seviyesinde den-
gelenece¤ini tahmin etti¤ini aktaran Okyay, flunlar› söyledi: 

“2008 y›l› sonu itibariyle, dünya nüfusunun yüzde 50’sinden bi-
raz daha az› flehirlerde yafl›yordu. Ekonomik geliflme günümüzde-
ki h›z›yla ilerlerse, gelecek yüzy›l›n sonunda veya buna yak›n bir za-
manda sekiz milyar insan›n kentsel merkezlerde yaflayacak olmas›
muhtemeldir, kentsel nüfus günümüz için kabaca 3,3 milyard›r. Bu
art›fl›n ana sebebi kentleflmedir. 2100 y›l›nda, dünya nüfusunun
yüzde 80’i kentlerde yaflayacakt›r. Birçok yeni flehir ortaya ç›kacak
ve bugünün baz› megakentleri, nüfusu yirmi milyondan fazla süper
kentler haline gelecektir. Ayn› zamanda, tar›m, enerji ve su teknolo-
jilerindeki son geliflmeler insan yarat›c›l›¤›n›n nüfus art›fl›na ayak uy-
duraca¤›n› göstermektedir. 2100 y›l›n›n kentleri, h›zl› bir kültürel, tek-
nik ve ekonomik de¤iflim dinami¤inde evrimleflece¤i ve kentlerin
sosyal a¤lar olmaya devam edece¤i bir gerçektir. 21. yüzy›l›n kültü-
rel evrimi ve Rönesans’› deneyimleme ve yenilik konular› üzerinde
duraca¤› öngörülmektedir. Biz de kentleflme, flehir gelifltirme ve
kentsel mimari alanlar›ndaki de¤erli deneyimlerini paylaflmak üzere
Rodo Tisnado’yu davet ettik. Davetimizi kabul etti¤i için kendisine
teflekkür ederiz. Tisnado’yu öneren ve kendisine davetimizi ulaflt›-
ran Süha Özkan’a da ayr›ca teflekkürlerimizi sunuyoruz.”

In her inauguration speech, Okyay said; “The Turkish ceramics
industry, which started industrial production in 1950s, has gone in-
to a swift development starting from 1980s. The newest production
technologies and the most modern ceramic manufacturing lines in
the world were brought to and installed in our country. The produc-
tion capacity close to 2 billion Euro and exports of 1 billion Euros
alongside the modern technology investments and high quality raw
material reserves enhance the Turkish ceramics industry’s compe-
titiveness in the world markets. The Turkish ceramics industry is
one of the leading sectors in our country. The number of people di-
rectly and indirectly employed in manufacturing, side industry, de-
sign, sales and marketing and application by the ceramics industry
is over 220,000. A major distance has been covered starting from
early 1990s on design of Turkish ceramics; also accomplishments
were achieved in branding and many of our companies have been
accepted all over the world through their brands and systematic
distribution organizations. 

Different experiences in architecture
Noting that in the Tisnado Conference organized on the occa-

sion of the Ceramic Trade Fair, architects who play an important ro-
le in building the environment of human beings wish to relate their
different experiences in urban architecture also stressed that today
urbanization is one of the most important phenomena. Okyay said;
“It took almost one million years for the world population to reach
the figure of 1 billion in 1800. In the next 200 years, world populati-
on reached 6 billion and it is estimated that a further increase of one
billion will take only 13 years”. Stating that UN expects that in 2100,
the world population will be balanced at approximately 10 billion le-
vel, added; 

“As of the end of 2008, a little less than 50 percent of the world
population was living in cities. If the economic development prog-
resses at the present rate, then possibly eight billion people will be
living in urban settlements by the end of next century or at a time
close to it. Today, the urban population is roughly 3.3 billion. The
main reason for this increase is urbanization. By 2100, 80 percent
of the world population will be living in cities. Many new types of ci-
ties will appear and some megacities of today will become super-
cities with populations over twenty million. At the same time, the la-
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test developments in the agriculture, energy and water technologi-
es show that human creativity will be in step with the increase in po-
pulation. It as a reality that the cities of year 2100 will evolve in a ra-
pid cultural, technical and economic change dynamic and cities
will continue to be social networks. It is projected that the cultural
evolution and Renaissance of 21st century will involve testing and
innovation. So, we invited Rodo Tisnado to share his valued expe-
riences in the fields of urbanization, city planning and urban archi-
tecture. We are grateful to him for accepting our invitation. We also
would like to give our thanks to Süha Özkan who recommended
Tisnado and who took our invitation to him.” 

“Architecture is the construction of the
environment of humanity” 

One of the twelve partners of Architecture-Studio, Rodo Tisna-
do, is an architect who has his name heard often especially in the
Middle and Far East countries by his architectural works all over the
world. Tisnado, who came to Istanbul specifically for 21st UNICE-
RA International Bathroom and Ceramics Trade Fair, meeting the
representatives of the ceramics industry at “santralistanbul”, says;
“Architecture is the construction of the environment of humanity”.
Born in Peru in 1940;Tisnado, who is a member of Peruvian and
French Chambers of Architects, joined architecture studio establis-
hed in France in 1973 in 1976. Presently, pursuing his work as a
partner at Architecture – Studio, also offers courses as a visiting
professor in various universities in France, Canada and US. 

The most important work of Tisnado, who accomplished pro-
jects on hospitals, offices, central buildings, hotels, accommoda-
tion, sports and shopping centers, educational buildings, scho-
ols, colleges, universities, urban development plans, corporate
buildings, museums, theaters and operas and culture centers in
many countries lead by France, is the Arabic World Institute in Pa-
ris. Realizing this project with his architect colleague Jean No-
uvel, Tisnado has also won the Aga Khan Architecture Award. At
the conference, Tisnado described his works built by Architectu-
re–Studio in various countries of the world. The theme of the lec-
ture was Architecture-Studio and from the Arabic World Institute
to Mecca. Noting that these works are not just architectural figu-
res but that they also reflected the social and cultural store of
knowledge and the architectural properties of the area they are
built in, demonstrated the harmonious union of technology and
culture to participants, with slides. Describing the European Par-
liament Building he built in the years 1991-1999, the Arabic World
Institute he built from 1981 to 1987, and the 1999 Morocco Stadi-
um stated that each building provided significant gains in terms
of urbanization and architecture. 

Tisnado, describing architecture as an “art interested in society,
based on working, transforming the individual experience contribu-
tion into a broad creative potential by going beyond individuality in
favor of dialogue and confrontation as a shared store of knowled-
ge belonging to a group, the construction of the environment of hu-
manity”, placed his lecture on this definition. Tisnado responded to
SERFED President Zeynep Bodur Okyay’s question at the end of
the meeting; “What is the significance of the use of ceramics in arc-
hitecture?” that architecture’s use of ceramic materials with the di-
versity of advancing technology, design and use created different
perspectives. The UNICERA Trade Fair said hello to the represen-
tatives of the ceramics industry with the inauguration cocktail party
held at the Energy Museum within santralistanbul.

Enstitüsü’nden Mekke’yeydi. 

Bu eserlerin sadece bir mimari figür olmad›¤›n› ayn› zamanda
yap›ld›¤› bölgenin sosyal ve kültürel birikimini, mimari özelliklerini
de yans›tt›¤›n› ifade eden Tisnado, teknoloji ile kültürün uyumlu bir-
likteli¤ini kat›l›mc›lara slâytlar eflli¤inde gösterdi. 1991-1999 y›llar›
aras›nda yapt›¤› Avrupa Parlamentosu Binas›’n›, 1981-1987 y›llar›
aras›nda yapt›¤› Arap Dünyas› Enstitüsü’nü, 1999 Morocco Stad-
yumu’nu anlatan Tisnado, her yap›n›n kentleflme ve mimari aç›dan
önemli kazan›mlar sa¤lad›¤›n› belirtti. 

“Mimariyi, temelleri çal›flmaya dayanan, bir gruba ait ve payla-
fl›lm›fl bilgi birikimi olarak, diyalog ve karfl›laflma yarar›na bireysel-
li¤in ötesine geçmekle, bireysel tecrübe katk›s›n› genifl bir yarat›c›
potansiyele dönüfltüren, toplum ile ilgilenen bir sanat, insanl›¤›n
çevresinin inflas›” olarak tan›mlayan Tisnado, konferans›n› bu ta-
n›m çerçevesine oturttu.
