Ceramics in Istanbul

A selection from the world
scale ceramic collection of
Victoria and Albert Museum,
one of Britain’s most establis-
hed and important art instituti-
ons, met art lovers for the first
time in Istanbul and at Pera
Museum. The show held May
15—July 19, 2009 revealed the

; change and development of
ceramic history in time. The exhibition compiled from the ceramic
collection of Victoria and Albert Museum, one of the leading art
and design museums of the world with its one hundred fifty year
old history and rich collections while presenting the most striking
examples of world ceramic art from antique times to the present,
also shed light on its traditions and development. One hundred fif-
teen pieces of unique works varying from Chinese statues to ltali-
an Renaissance pottery, from Iznik china to Sevres porcelains and
modern ceramics from all over the world were on display for four
months at the Pera Museum in Istanbul, after Korea, Germany and
Syria. The masterpieces of world ceramics exhibition, first takes
a look at the history of ceramics from three thousand B.C. to to-
day, stressing the links between various ceramic traditions in the
world and indicates the increase of cultural exchange, production
technologies, styles and uses through international trade. At the
exhibition, specific regions or periods like the first period ceramic
ware of China and its neighbors are under examination at the ex-
hibition and also mutual movements between Asia, the Middle
East and Europe and the luxury ceramic ware built for the palaces
of the Middle Ages and Renaissance periods in Europe are also
addressed the show coming to an end with a look at 20th century
ceramic ware. The works on display extend from the classical em-
pire ceramic ware of the Song and Ming dynasties in China — de-
emed to be the highest achievements of the art of pottery by many
—and the porcelain ware of the Russian revolution to post-modern
ceramic statues and most of the works form leading unique spe-
cimens of the art of ceramics. Among these is a porcelain goat in
true dimensions taken from the exceptional animal collection of
Mighty Augustus in Dresden, an extremely rare ‘Medici’ porcelain
ware, specimens of ‘Saint-Porchaire’ ceramics and Sevres por-
celain busts of Louis XVI and Marie Antoinette made a short time
before their execution. One of the most interesting pieces of the
modern section is a vase by Picasso made in 1954 depicting the
artist beside his easel.
