Dinyanin ilk sualti seramik sergisi
gecen yil kapsamli bir etkinlige

donustu. Yurticinden ve yurtdisindan
44 sanatcl, seramik, tahta, cam, tel
kullanarak yaptigi 148 eserle katildi
sergiye. Eserler, Kacak¢i Koyu'nun
yani sira Sualti Arkeoloji Mizesi ve
Elbe Sanat Galerisi'nde sergilendi.
12 sanatcinin katildigr atolye
calismalari diizenlendi. U¢ hafta
boyunca denizdeki sergiyi 2 bin,
karadaki sergileri tam 16 bin kisi
gezdi.

Farkl etkinlige yurtdisindan da ilgi
biyiik oldu. Denizi Pisirdik’
koleksiyonu, 30 sanatginin 80 eseriyle
u¢ haftaligina Berlin'e tasinarak,
Turkisches Haus'ta 15 Nisan-4 Mayis
arasinda 6zel bir sergi actl. Izleyiciler
daha 6nceki sergileri, Bengtic
Ozerdi'nin belgeselinden ve Alptekin
Baloglu'nun fotograflarindan izlediler.
Turk seramikgiler etkinlik stiresince
Almanya’daki akademilerle, plastik
sanatlara yonelik kuruluslarla
baglanti kurdular.

‘The Kiln under the Sea’
show, organized by sea-
loving ceramic artists
from Bodrum for the last
four years, moves to
Germany.

Ali Cagpar, inci lyibas, Sibel Diizer,
Tekin Ozkurt prepared a series of
ceramics with the theme of sea
creatures to draw attention to the
harm given to nature under the sea.
They made colorful fish, starfish and
octopuses.

The works of the four artists were
placed in harmony with the under
water nature at a depth of 5 to 10
meters. Those who love diving looked
closely for one month and those who
cannot dive visited from the water’s
surface with fins and snorkels.

The first underground ceramic show
in the world turned into a
comprehensive event last year. 44
artists from within and outside the
country participated in the show with
148 works made using ceramic,
wood, glass and wire. The works were
exhibited beside Kacakgi Cove, in
Underwater Archaeology Museum
and Elbe Art Gallery. Workshops
attended by 12 artists were organized.
During three weeks, the underground
show was visited by 2 thousand and
the land show was visited by 16
thousand people.

There was great interest from abroad
too, in the event which is “different”.
The 'Kiln under the Sea’ collection
moved to Berlin for three weeks with
80 works of 30 artists and held a
private show in Turkisches Haus from
April 15 to May 4. The visitors saw the
previous shows from Bengti¢ Ozerdi's
documentary and Alptekin Baloglu’'s
photographs. During the event,
Turkish ceramic artists contacted
academies and plastic art
organizations in Germany.

Republic periods, production
techniques, contributions of the
medieval Islamic world in perfumery,
perfume bottles, labels, posters and
documents.
